LICENSES FOR THE 2022- 2023 LICENSE YEAR

ABC application to the Township Clerk’s Office with date of activation.

3. Health Department Retail Food Establishment license must be acquired with detailed floor plans and

satisfactory recommendation received from Health prior to opening.
