Dear Resident,


As you know, the Department of Environmental Protection’s Bureau of Dam Safety and Flood Control has found that the West Milford Lake dam is unsafe and plans are being made to permanently breach it. The State has completed the initial design study and their anticipated project will result in West Milford Lake being substantially reduced in size.


Under these circumstances, the West Milford Environmental Commission with the assistance of an Association of New Jersey Environmental Commissions (ANJEC) grant has held three public meetings to discuss ideas on what the best possible scenarios could be for the future of the West Milford Lake area. It is the Commission’s intention to develop a plan that would allow the property to further enhance stormwater management and water quality, as well as provide open space and aesthetic value to the community.


On Monday, February 4th, from 6:30 p.m. to 7:30 p.m. in the Town Hall Main Meeting Room, 1480 Union Valley Road, the Environmental Commission will be holding the fourth (and last) of the open public meetings with our consultants: Princeton Hydro, LLC and Lynn Ecological Associates. The results of the process to date will be discussed and you will be given a final opportunity to add your ideas to a proposed plan.
