RESOLUTION OF THE TOWNSHIP OF WEST MILFORD, COUNTY OF PASSAIC, STATE OF NEW 
JERSEY ACCEPTING THE ANONYMOUS DONATION OF AN ELECTRONIC COMMUNITY BULLETIN 

BOARD TO THE TOWNSHIP 

 
WHEREAS, the Township of West Milford has a significant need for an electronic community 

bulletin board to be used to notify residents about municipal and community events; and 
 

WHEREAS, the cost for such a sign has been prohibitive in a community where stabilizing taxes 
has been the priority for successive Governing Bodies; and 
 
 WHEREAS, a member of the West Milford community has chosen to make a donation to the 
Township of an electronic community bulletin board and the West Milford Rotary has provided supplies 
and resources to secure the sign on a solid and aesthetically-pleasing foundation; and 
 
 WHEREAS, as a result of the donation by an anonymous benefactor and the efforts of the West 
Milford Rotary, West Milford now has an electronic bulletin board in front of town hall which has been 
purchased and installed a no cost to the taxpayers of the Township, and 
 

WHEREAS, the Governing Body is most appreciative to the anonymous donor and to the West 
Milford Rotary. 

 
 NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED by the Mayor and Council of the Township of West 
Milford, County of Passaic and State of New Jersey that, on behalf of the residents of West Milford, they 
do accept the anonymous donation of an electronic community bulletin board and the Rotary foundation 
for same; and 
 
 BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED that the Mayor and Township Council hereby expresses 
appreciation and gratitude to the anonymous donor of the electronic community bulletin board recognizing 
that its’ cost is approximately $21,000 and noting that it will be a wonderful asset in effectively 
communicating with the citizens of this Township.
