RESOLUTION OF THE TOWNSHIP OF WEST MILFORD, COUNTY OF PASSAIC, STATE OF NEW 

JERSEY OPPOSING PLANS TO DRAIN THREE RESERVOIRS ON GARRET MOUNTAIN 

 
 WHEREAS, the Passaic Valley Water Commission (PVWC) plans to drain three reservoirs on 
Garret Mountain and replace them with large concrete tanks to comply with Federal regulations adopted 
by the Environmental Protection Agency (EPA)); and  
 
 WHEREAS, as a result of litigation, the EPA has stayed the mandate that all treated drinking 
water supplies be covered and will release new guidelines in 2016; and 
 
 WHEREAS, in anticipation of new guidelines in 2016 from the EPA, it is neither reasonable, 
responsible nor practical for PVWC to proceed with plans that exist under soon-to-be obsolete 
regulations; and 
 
 WHEREAS, local public entities that would be directly affected by such drainage plans, both 
financially and aesthetically, including the Borough of Woodland Park, have relayed their concerns to 
State legislators and all interested parties. 
 
 NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED, that the Township Council of the Township of West 
Milford, in the County of Passaic, State of New Jersey does hereby echo sentiments expressed by the 
Mayor & Council of Woodland Park in their Resolution R12-197; and 
 
 BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED that the Township Council of the Township of West Milford does 
hereby urge the PVWC to abandon plans to drain the reservoirs in Garret Mountain pending new 
guidelines from the EPA; and 
 
 BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED that the Municipal Clerk of the Township of West Milford shall 
forward this resolution to the Municipal Clerk of Woodland Park for distribution and dissemination to the 
appropriate parties.
