April 4, 2013

Regular Meeting

The Regular Meeting of the West Milford Planning Board was opened at 7:32 p.m. by Chairman Geoffrey
Syme with a reading of the Legal Notice, followed by the Pledge of Allegiance and Roll Call.

Chairman Geoffrey Syme noted that there was a quorum present for this regular meeting but the Board
professionals were excused from attending this meeting.

PUBLIC PORTION

Chairman Syme opened the Public Portion of the meeting. With no requests to address the Planning Board,
the Public Portion was closed on a motion by Robert Nolan with a second by Councilman Lou Signorino.

Amended Major Soil Removal/Fill Permit #PB-05-12-05

Block 10402; Lot 12

55 Green Terrace Way; R-4 Zone

Granted: Amendment to drainage easement, stormwater and soil erosion remediation measures
pertaining to the Major Soil Removal /Fill Permit approval for the prior re-grading of an existing 4-acre
residential site.

Chairman Syme advised the Board members that the amended plan was required to be finalized prior to
April, and the project continues to move forward with the exception of the ordinance approving the drainage
easement for the Ziegler’s. The ordinance was expected to be have a second reading and be adopted at the
April 17, 2013 Township Council meeting. Prior to adoption, Chairman Syme inquired if anyone present
wished to address the Board regarding this matter. The following residents of Green Terrace Way addressed
the Board:

Barbara Ziegler, 82 Green Terrace Way, advised the Board that progress has been made on the Joo Soil
Movement project, but she has not seen a final plan, to date, and noted that there were revisions necessary
by Gardner/Houser which were to be made with a final plan to be submitted to the Board Engineer, and a
copy to the Ziegler’s, for approval. She also advised that a meeting was held and test holes were completed
during the week, and she anticipated receipt of the drainage easement documents for review. Mrs. Ziegler
concluded by stating that she was satisfied with the progress, thus far.

Scott Witherspoon, 70 Green Terrace Way, advised the Board that a meeting had taken place the prior
Monday, and the information required by Gerald Gardner, the applicant’s engineer, was provided by
Barbara Ziegler. Mr. Witherspoon stated that he had spoken to John Hansen, Board Engineer, and Mr.
Hansen had advised him that the construction was to begin 10 days after the adoption of the ordinance, and
he assumed that the deadline had passed since the ordinance had been presented at a Council meeting. He
stated that there was movement on the project and he noticed equipment on the Joo’s property. He
requested that the Board ensure that all the proper documentation is prepared by the attorney for this Board
to keep this project moving forward.

Chairman Geoffrey Syme responded that it appears that all parties are doing everything that can be done at
this time, that there is a line of communication between him and the professionals, and this matter is
moving as quickly as possible. Mayor Bieri clarified that, per the amended resolution, construction will
begin within 10 days after the adoption of the easement ordinance. Mr. Nolan noted that there is a 20-day
period following publication before the ordinance becomes effective. Chairman Syme advised that from his
conversations with Board Engineer John Hansen and Board Attorney Tom Germinario, they are in constant
contact with Mr. Gardner, the applicant’s engineer, and they are working to make sure that this project
continues to move forward and not be stalled until the ordinance becomes effective. Mr. Germinario has
advised him that as long as all parties are in agreement, the work does not have to be delayed until the
easement ordinance becomes effective. Following comments, a motion was made:

NEW BUSINESS

The Board discussed canceling the April 25, 2013 and all concurred that if there are no new matters for the
Board to address, the meeting would be cancelled.

Doug Ott, Environmental Commission member, advised the Planning Board that the
Township/Environmental Commission will be applying for a Green Communities Grant for a Forest
Management Plan and have approved Ronald Farr, Certified Forester, as the grant consultant. In addition,
a $620,197. grant from the NJDEP-Div of Parks & Forestry, has been made available to the Township under
a NNL (No Net Loss) Grant program and application will also be made for funds to reforest 42 acres in West
Milford as a mitigation program for the loss of trees from the Tennessee Gas Pipeline project.

On another matter, the Board Secretary advised that the Construction Official, Zoning Officer, and Building,
Planning and Zoning secretaries will be attending the training offered by the Highlands Council under the
Highlands Exemption Certification Program in order to be better informed to assist with inquiries regarding
certain Highlands Exemptions.
