Discussion ltems

1) | Municipal Facilities — the Township’s construction official, Tim Ligus addressed Council. He
said he is here as construction official, member FAC and has his own opinions. The number
one thing is the library. He and the FAC feel it would be advantageous for Township to work
with library toward a joint venture for a third floor for municipal use. There is little ability to add
to Town Hall. The most efficient and cost effective way to locate people and provide access is
in the new library. He spoke with a library member today to try to get a proposal and
understand costs. The architect has agreed to meet with the Township and evaluate our
needs. He will give a formal proposal to meet our needs. He will provide proposal for his
services and then a general cost estimate for construction. The most cost effective way is the
new library. His nextissue is the Johner building. Council said to sell that facility but he would
not recommend that at this time. He has said to sell it in past, but Wallisch is on hold now. We
should hold off on selling Johner for a number of reasons. OEM is there with equipment and
supplies. Recreation uses that building for storage. If we sell Johner we have no place to
house these people and equipment. Wallisch would incur a cost to make it habitable. We use
Johner as a backup emergency dispatch and OEM site. Councilman Ramaglia said that the
concept of selling Johner led to this research of all the facilities and as such was a good idea.
Mr. Ligus said he has reviewed our facilities for years and at this time recommends keeping
Johner. If we proceed with the library it will open opportunities. He asked for Council
consensus to allow administration to meet with the library architect at no cost for an initial
consultation and come back with proposals. He said he compiled information with the
Administrator to assist the the architect with the work. With consensus he can begin the
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process next week. Mr. Ligus said that he believes that all offices other than recreation and
DPW could then be accommodated in a centralized area between the new library and the
existing town hall. Everything would be ADA accessible. The architect would confirm or refute
those assumptions. All application personnel could be housed in the new library, tax & finance
in the old library and administration in this building. He would recommend bringing records &
storage to the existing basements in town hall thereby freeing up space at Johner. He said
there may be some options with Westbrook. He suggested that perhaps we could move the
coffee house to Hillcrest and lease or sell Westbrook for a campground. Mayor Bieri recapped
Mr. Ligus’ recommendations. The Council gave consensus to have Mr. Ligus contact the
library architect to do a walkthrough and put a proposal together. Councilwoman Erik said that
4-6 weeks ago there were proposals to repair the Wallisch roofs. She asked for a status
update. Mayor Bieri said Council needs to authorize that expenditure. Mr. Ligus said if you
want to do one at a time he would recommend the barn first because it is in worst condition.
Councilman Ramaglia said that this is a step in the right direction. Councilwoman Erik asked if
Mr. Ligus can provide Council with an assessment of our current buildings including the
condition of septics, roofs, driveways, etc. Mr. Ligus said that if we proceed we would have to
invest money into this building and the old library too. Mayor Bieri said the first phase is the
architect analysis, decision, and then assessment of current buildings, maintenance and
upgrade needs. Discussion ensued about adding a floor to Town Hall and Mr. Ligus said it is
not feasible. Councilman Smolinski asked what the quote was for roofs at Wallisch and Mr.
Ligus said that he recalls it being about $44,000 for all four roofs. That does not include
structure repairs at the barn. Councilman Smolinski said he is not convinced that it is best to
hold on to Johner. He recalled that at a prior meeting Council agreed to sell because it would
be best to get it back on the tax rolls. He is not convinced with Mr. Ligus’ “sky is falling”
scenarios. We need to cut costs. We would sell Johner and save on maintenance costs. In his
opinion, there are plenty of storage options in town. FAC appears to have done a complete
turnaround with Johner but he thinks there is a lot of wasted space there. We cannot afford to
throw money into an old farmhouse when we don’t know how it would be used. Let’s be
realistic, he said. We can only invest in Wallisch if we get grants. We need revenue in this
Township. He does not agree with all Mr. Ligus’ suggestions. If we do build a library, we
should have some Township use too. He said that Mr. Ligus’ presentation tonight is too
different from the recent FAC presentation. Council President Signorino said he agrees to an
extent with Councilman Smolinski about turnaround. He was a little taken aback and took the
constructive criticism about selling Johner. FAC all agreed that it should not be sold before
there was no plan to locate those people and things housed there. Right now there is no
known site for OEM. He does not feel it necessary to have secondary backup emergency
facility. Mr. Ligus said that in the original FAC discussions a pole barn was proposed. If there
could be a pole barn at Crosswinds it would house Johner people & equipment. That is why
FAC supported selling Johner. Other than Wallisch there are no other options for storing the
equipment & supplies. The cost to make Wallisch usable and the limited usage made FAC
conclude that the new library is the most cost effective and efficient. He said that his goal was
to try to present viable economical options to Council. Mayor Bieri thanked FAC for all their
input and effort. Through that process the presentation may have changed but that is due to
the evolution of the process. For years she favored selling Johner. She just learned that it is a
backup communications center. She would like to hear from the Chief of Police and OEM
Coordinator as to the value of relocating or doing away with that backup facility. Safety of
residents and the ability to communicate must be a priority. At this time it would be premature
to sell Johner which differs from her original ideas. Just to secure Wallisch would take
$100,000 and then we would have to make it workable at further cost. If the decision is to
maintain Johner it could be utilized more in the overall plan. A member of the public suggested
selling Westbrook which may be more logical than selling Johner. That facility is significantly
under utilized. Councilman Smolinski said there has been significant investment in Westbrook.
It is not a campground because of the trouble there was when it was a campground. We are
taking the children out of KOA and putting them in one room in Hillcrest. He asked if there a
study to see if campgrounds are workable. He does not think we own all of Westbrook. These
are pipe dreams, he said, that we cannot afford. Neighboring residents will not appreciate
camp fires and camp grounds. He said that the kids and school system have been waiting for
coffee house. Mayor Bieri said it is merely a recommendation, a suggestion, and ultimately it is
a Council decision if they even wish to entertain the idea. If Council is not willing to entertain
the idea it is not productive to expend staff time. Nobody is suggesting throwing teens out as
Councilman Smolinski stated. These are initial concepts and there would be more planning
needed. She has heard that the location of the coffee house is a hindrance to parents sending
teens there. We need to expend significantly more money on the coffee house before it opens.
Now is time to research and all options should be considered. Councilman Smolinski said
grant money was used for the teen center adding that he stated facts about KOA not opinion.
Council, he said, was adamant about getting the coffee house open. Ms. Gage advised that
she has spoken with the CS&R Director about the coffee house who has advised that it would
be feasible to move teen center to Hillcrest. The majority of the money and most significant
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projects have yet to be done. She can make the teen center work at either site. Councilman
Ramaglia said that Mr. Ligus should proceed with the architect and get cost estimates for
Wallisch. The Council agreed and gave consensus.

2) | Farmland Preservation Easement - West Milford Equestrian Center — the Council gave
consensus to support the easement but agreed that there is no funding to contribute to the
assessment. They instructed that a resolution be prepared to reflect the support without
financial contributions.

3) | Ordinance — Repeal §110-7 pertaining to Lake Communities — Councilman Ramaglia recalled
that Council voted to reduce the requirements earlier this year. Council President Signorino
said he is not opposed to lake associations. He wants this repealed for lake homeowners
because, in his opinion, one set of residents is being discriminated against. If one lives in a
lake association the government should not impose greater demands. Any additional
requirements are between the residents and their respective association. He appreciates the
deregulation but believes that everyone should be treated equally & fairly. Nothing more
should be expected from residents of lake communities. Councilwoman Horton said she lives
in a lake community and does not consider this discriminatory; it is a simple notification
requirement intended to address issues within lake communities. The benefits, she said,
outweigh any negatives. She serves as council liaison to the lakes committee and knows that
this is important to them and she has not heard much opposition. Councilman Smolinski said it
is not a matter of discrimination, it is a matter of notification. The requirements are minimal. It
just requires sending a certified letter and providing a receipt. The lakes committee was
satisfied with the changes. He does not see anything wrong with it and said that other than
Council President Signorino, no Council member expressed an interest in repealing the
ordinance.

4) | Resolution: 2012 NJLM Annual Conference Resolutions — Councilwoman Horton said she
hopes we send something for League consideration about a proposed water surcharge and
watershed land. The Council unanimously agreed. Mayor Bieri said she would support a
resolution asking for an extension of the tax appeal deadline for revaluations to August 31%and
the Council agreed. Councilman Ramaglia said he is researching economic development in
the Highlands. The Council gave consensus to send resolutions objecting to unfunded
mandates and legislation whereby legislators exclude themselves from the provisions being
imposed on other elected officials. Councilman Smolinski said he was considering drafting
something that would impose caps on the amount taxes can be raised after a revaluation.
Perhaps there could be progressive pay downs he said. Ms. Gage asked that anyone who has
suggestions submit them to her and she will schedule them for the next workshop.

7) | Economic Development Committee — Councilman Ramaglia said the EDC is comprised of very
talented people. The Township does not have money to invest in their initiatives but the
question for the members is whether or not the committee is effective. They want to seek
grants from private sources to take the burden off the taxpayers. The grants would not be
matching meaning that the Township will not be asked to contribute any funding to their work.
The EDC members feel that their grant applications will be better received if they are
established as a commission. Mayor Bieri clarified that they would not be a funded
commission and Councilman Ramaglia said members are willing to do all the work required to
apply for these funds. The Council gave consensus to have Mr. Semrau draft an ordinance.
Administrator Gage advised that there are a lot of considerations. She said another alternative
is to incorporate as a 501(3)c and she suggested they might want to do both. Councilman
Ramaglia said they want to do both and want to start by becoming a commission.

Public Comments

Mayor Bieri opened the public portion of the meeting advising that there is a five minute limit for each
speaker.

Joseph Petracca, Riverdale stated that a long time ago he began buying property in West Milford. He
bought the bottom of a lake. He bought land from West Milford and got a perc test. Then they put
drainage in the street and ruined his property. After 30 years he found someone who wants to rent it.
They were told they could not use it as they wished because of the zone. What good is this land when the
Townshp flooded it on them, he asked. The people who were here before were evil and wrong. He said
that the Mayor previously accused him of abusing animals. He showed her photos of his dogs. He loves
German Shepards. He breeds animals. The shelters lied. He made champions. He is known all over the
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country. West Milford sold to him on Hickory Avenue. He was deprived. He wants to know what he did
that West Milford officials hate him so much. He does not want to sue. He was robbed. He said
someone wants to rent his land. He offered to sell to neighbors and they refused. He hates the way
West Milford, Pequannock & Riverdale treat people under the direction of the Johnson & Johnson law
firm.

Richard Randazzo, Wooley Road, West Milford said he hopes that local candidates for municipal office tell
the voters what they will do for West Milford. He oversees a fleet of trucks and now leases all his vehicles.
We should lease KOA, collect rent and make improvements.

Bob Nicholson, 20 Hyde Road, Stockholm thanked Council for support of the EDC commission. They
have been doing minutes & agendas since day one because it is sound practice. There will be an official
grand opening of the pump track October 22™. On April 12" there was discussion about a cable
committee. It has been five months and he asked for an update. A BOE member made a comment
about the students running the channel. He asked a number of questions about location & operations of
such a channel. He provided information he had gathered about what it would take to put a station
together.

Scott Witherspoon, 70 Green Terrace Way, West Milford also has a drainage problem. Last month the
Town Attorney referenced that the Council had given consensus to look at putting a lien on his neighbor’s
property to obtain funds necessary to address the drainage issues on his street. He asked for an update.
He worked in the World Trade Center during the two attacks. He does not anticipate that West Milford will
be a terrorism target so he does not anticipate any concern with selling Johner.

Thomas McCann, 50 Old Lake Side Road, West Milford stated that he keeps asking why his taxes went
up. He questioned how some properties saw increases and some taxes went down. He said that the
Township is acting as a real estate develoment company. He said that the Council must resolve issues
with the BOE pertaining to Wallisch. We cannot improve the property until ownership is determined. The
Johner building houses much equipment that is not used anyway. Hillcrest can be used to store this
equipment. The Township is using resources to check buildings. The staff is here to serve residents not
check buildings. The Council is acting like a real estate company. The construction official said that
Town Hall is dilapidated. We should fix this building first before building anything new. We now own the
property next door and he does not understand how the Township agreed to a deed restriction for a new
library. The Council is proposing to spend too much money building and renovating public property. He
said the Council has to stop spending money. Resolve the Wallisch issue first.

Beverly Olearo, 450 Lake Shore Drive, West Milford stated that storm drains in Upper Greenwood Lake
are in need of repair. She listed a number of locations that need attention. She also listed a number of
houses that are in a serious state of disrepair or neglect and she asked the Township to take action to
address these concerns. These are eyesores. She said the traffic light in Upper Greenwood Drive is
poorly designed and needs a green arrow for left turns. She said that there are dangerous intersections
that need cautionary signs. She listed those intersections and suggested language for signs. She asked
if the Township will ever provide leaf pickup services for residents. She asked that the barn at at Wallisch
be demolished.

Lynn Mandon, 52 High Crest Drive, West Milford is speaking as secretary of lakes committee and wishes
to thank Mayor & Council for their support. The lakes committee does not ever intend discrimination.
There are many lakes in West Milford and the ordinances were proactive to address issues with
encroachment in these areas.

Mary Ann Minikus, 87 Crest Lake Drive, West Milford said she is glad to hear Council discuss bringing
more revenue to Town. She agrees with Mr. McCann. She and her husband work two jobs and then
operate their restaurants. Four businesses in town have recently shut down. She is asking Council to
consider the impact of spending money. She suggested meeting with the BOE to solve problems and
discuss their budget. She is concerned about the future. Businesses that have appealed taxes are not
getting relief. If businesses leave town everyone’s taxes will increase. Some homeowners are thrilled that
their taxes have gone down but they will feel the negative impact when businesses fail.

Stu Feldman, 54 Bissett Drive, West Milford echoed the sentiments expressed by Ms. Minikus. He
thanked the Council for supporting the EDC. He said that residents in West Milford do not understand
their fate. Some hare happy their taxes went down but they will be negatively impacted when businesses
fail. He plans to work on communicating with residents to educate them about the impending problems
as a member of the EDC. He asked people to support shop local campaigns and initiatives to help local
businesses thrive.

Judy Ziegler, 673 Macopin Road, West Milford said she received a letter from the Township last year and
she is unclear as to whether it came from the town or ASI. She quoted from the letter which advised that
representatives from ASI will be out inspecting all properties interior and exterior. When she got her
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Chapter 91 request last year she was told by the Tax Assessor’s office she did not have to file because
her business is owner-operated. ASI| used the commercial income approach in valuing her property. She
said they never inspected her property nor was she asked for financial information. She cannot afford her
taxes. She and her husband invested everything in their restaurant which was their investment in their
future. Now it will be taken away. There is simply not enough business but they have to maintain and
repair the property. They own the land around the restaurant and only part of that is the parking lot. She
described her property and the parking lot and how it is insufficient to accommodate parking. She asked
what will happen if she does not pay her taxes. Because of zoning her uses are limited. She thinks she
has a lawsuit against ASI. She is really upset.

Vivienne Erk, Macopin Road, West Milford said she supports hiring a lobbyist. For too long Newark has
flourished at the expense of West Milford residents. They must pay their rightful share of taxes.

AN ORDINANCE AMENDING AND SUPPLEMENTING CHAPTER 15, ADMINISTRATION OF
GOVERNMENT, ARTICLE VIl, OFFICE OF ADMINISTRATION, SECTION 15-37, “PAY TO
PLAY POLICY; AWARDING CONTRACTS,” OF THE CODE OF THE TOWNSHIP OF WEST
MILFORD

BE IT ORDAINED, by the Township Council of the Township of West Milford, in the County of
Passaic and State of New Jersey, as follows:

SECTION 1.  Chapter 15, Administration of Government, Article VII, Office of Administration, Section
15-37, “Pay to Play Policy; Awarding Contracts,” Subsection B, “Prohibition on awarding
contracts for goods or services to certain campaign contributors,” of the Code of the
Township of West Milford is hereby amended and supplemented to exclude from its
prohibitions Governmental Affairs Agents (commonly referred to as lobbyists) registered
in the State of New Jersey, by establishing a new subsection 15-37B(2), to read as

follows:
B. Prohibition on awarding contracts for goods or services to certain campaign contributors.
(2) This section shall apply to all professional services contracts, with the exception of

Subsection B(2)(d), (e), (h) and (i) below, and to all contracts for the purchase of goods
and other services with the exception of the following items:

(a) Contracts that are awarded as a result of open public bidding as set forth under
the Local Public Contracts Law, N.J.S.A. 40A:11-1 et seq_;
(b) Contracts that are offered to the lowest, responsible, qualified bidder after public

advertising for bids and quotes, pursuant to the provisions of the competitive
contracting requirement of the Local Public Contracts Law, N.J.S.A. 40A:11-1 et

seq.;

(c) Contracts with an anticipated aggregate value less than $17,500;

(d) Contracts that are awarded due to certain public exigencies pursuant to N.J.S.A.
19:44A-20.12;

(e) Contracts with any New Jersey government and/or federal government agencies;

) Contracts with banking institutions, insurance and public utility companies that
are regulated by state restrictions on political contributions;

(9) Contracts the Township enters into for the purchase and acquisition of open

space;
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(h) Contracts for professional services, if such professional has already been

appointed or retained by the Township and has provided such professional
service to the Township continuously for a period of at least 10 years or greater.
However, if any professional who has provided such service to the Township for
a period of 10 consecutive years or greater has a break in his representation for
any period of time, this exception shall not apply, and such individual shall be
subject to the provisions of this section; and

(i) Contracts for professional services, if such professional is a Governmental Affairs
Agent as defined in N.J.S.A. 52:13C-20(g) of the New Jersey Legislative and
Governmental Process Activities Disclosure Act who is validly registered with the
New Jersey Election Law Enforcement Commission (“NJELEC”) and/or files with
the NJELEC a notice of representation with respect to the services to be
performed on behalf of the Township within thirty (30) days after the award of the
said professional services contract as required by law.”

SECTION 2.  All ordinances of the Township of West Milford which are inconsistent with the provisions
of this ordinance are hereby repealed to the extent of such inconsistency.

SECTION 3. If any section, subsection, clause or phrase of this ordinance is for any reason held to be
unconstitutional or invalid by any court or competent jurisdiction, such decision shall not
affect the remaining portion of this ordinance.

SECTION 4. This Ordinance may be renumbered for purposes of codification.

SECTION 5.  This Ordinance shall take effect immediately upon final passage, approval and
publication as required by law.

SECTION 6. A copy of this Ordinance shall be immediately filed with the Secretary of State of the
State of New Jersey.

RESOLUTION OF THE TOWNSHIP OF WEST MILFORD, COUNTY OF PASSAIC, STATE OF NEW
JERSEY APPROVING THE SUBMITTAL AND ACCEPTANCE OF A GRANT APPLICATION BY THE
MUNICIPAL ALLIANCE COMMITTEE FOR SCHOOL AND COMMUNITY BASED DRUG AND
ALCOHOL PREVENTION PROGRAMS

WHEREAS, in March 1989, the Governor's Council on Alcoholism and Drug Abuse was
