She
asked the municipal clerk to mail the proclamation.

Presentations

Eagle Scout Spencer Lars Scott — Mayor Bieri invited Spencer to join her at the podium noting that she
met him and his family at his awards ceremony. She said it is it is an honor and privilege to attend these
ceremonies and recognize these young men. Spencer introduced himself saying he has been scouting
for 12 years. He built voting booths for local elementary schools in town and he thanked those from town
who assisted in a multitude of ways. He hopes that it taught students about the importance of voting. He
is currently in William Paterson University majoring in communications. Mayor Bieri recalled that Spencer
spoke passionately about his family. Spencer introduced his young brother, Colby, who is his protégé in
scouting and a mentor in life. He introduced his grandparents and his parents. Colby said he is glad
Spencer is his big brother. Mr. Scott said Spencer’s project stressed the importance of voting. She
outlined the local school programs that promote voting and educate students about the democratic
process. She is proud that her son chose that as his project. Mr. Scott said he is very proud of his son.
He explained his reasons. He said that 10,000 to 12,000 students will use these voting booths in the next
few years. It is a good cause. Spencer’s grandparents spoke of their pride for their grandson. Mayor
Bieri noted that one can immediately sense the closeness of this family unit. She commended them and
everyone involved in Spencer’s journey. Council President Erk noted that Spencer is also involved in
Faith in Action providing great service to this community. Councilwoman Erk said she met Spencer when
he was a young child and she shared anecdotes about his work ethic and applauded his parents.

House Beautiful Awards — Councilwoman Lichtenberg joined Mayor Bieri with members from BRC at the
podium. Councilwoman Lichtenberg said this is the second consecutive year making these awards. She
gave details of the awards program. She said only properties that do not use landscapers for their
gardens are considered. She announced the eight runner ups and recognized the winner, Judy and
Gregg Kehr. Each winner received a certificate and seed packages from the local 4H organization.
Councilwoman Lichtenberg introduced members of BRC and photos of the winning property were
displayed.

CASA - Michael Litterer, Deputy Director, Prevention Links introduced himself and gave information about
his company. They serve a number of counties with substance abuse issues. They have been working
with Pompton Lakes for about four years and have assisted them in obtaining a federal grant to help
prevent substance abuse in addition to their county grant. He spoke with Councilwoman Dale and the
Township Clerk about how his services may be beneficial to West Milford. He gave some background.
He explained how federal funding is used to fight substance abuse. He explained the Municipal Alliance
Program. His company provides technical assistance to municipal alliances to enhance their efforts.
They have started a peer leadership program in Pompton Lakes High School. They operate family
success centers in three towns in the state and they have opened the first public high school for addicted
teens. This provides an alternative for addicted teens to take them out of their environments. Mayor Bieri
noted that Pompton Lakes got over $600,000 in grants recently. She said this helps get the message out.
Mr. Litterer said he will help West Milford get additional funds. It takes time to build an alliance. It took
him four years to develop the capacity of the Pompton Lakes alliance before they applied for those funds.
The federal grant is a five-year grant with $125,000 per year which requires a 100% match from the
municipality. It is focused on preventing substance abuse. He used the CASA funds to cover his fees to
apply for that grant. He said the town does the fiscal reporting. The municipal match can be in-kind
services. He gave details of how the Pompton Lakes program evolved. Mr. Litterer said there have been
delays in having CASA contracts executed and he explained the structure. Michael said every alliance is
required to be granted to the mayor with advice and consent of council. There must be twelve
representatives on the CASA committee. There are specific membership requirements. Councilman
Hensley asked if grant monies are only for prevention and not treatment. He asked if there are resources
for treatment. Mr. Litterer said the grant monies are for prevention not treatment. However, his company
continuously advocates for treatment and continually monitors treatment programs. They try to direct
people in need, whenever possible, to those resources. He is focused on addressing the cycle of
addiction. He gave details. As an agency that strives for prevention they hope to provide for treatment by
educating about the core issue of substance abuse. He gave details about some of their local programs.
Councilman Signorino asked for specifics about what programs would be conducted to educate people
locally about prevention and asked what happens thereafter. He asked if there are grants for treatment
for follow up. Mr. Litterer said that about 25% of the initiative is awareness and education. They do a lot
of staff training, including police training, school training and professional development with local
organizations. They have a close relationship with Passaic County and they monitor assistance
programs to provide references when needed. Councilwoman Dale said restructuring is not always a bad
thing. She said that Mr.Litterer said he would focus on educating all local resources to join forces to
address substance abuse as a community. Mr.Litterer said it has become very much a local issue in
Pompton Lakes where the entire community is involved and aware. He gave details about grass root
issues and initiatives. He is working with real estate agents and funeral directors to minimize thefts of
prescription drugs. Councilwoman Dale said she hopes Council will support utilizing Prevention Links as
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a resource. The Council gave consensus to have Mr. Litterer work with the CASA coordinator to file a
grant amendment to retain his services.

Discussion ltems

Discussion: CASA — the governing body gave consensus to have form 7, a grant amendment, filed
with the county and retain Prevention Links. Mr. Litterer will provide the municipal clerk with
information about the structure of CASA for the reorganizaiton meeting. Councilwoman Lichtenberg
asked for a copy of the Pompton Lakes bylaws. Mr. Litterer advised that the federal grant has a
required set of bylaws and it is premature for West Milford to be established in that manner at this
time. It will be pertinent when we get to the point of applying for the federal grant.

Discussion: Composition of Health Advisory Board — the Council gave consensus to proceed with an
ordinance to increase the citizen members from five to seven.

Discussion: Road Assessment Program — Administrator Gabbert said Council approved $200,000 in
capital funds to improve dirt roads into fully compliant paved roads. The engineer, assessor and
administrator have worked to create a list of three roads that are a top priority. He said the next step
3. | is to approach residents and determine if there is interest. They have approximated costs but real
costs cannot be ascertained until later in the process. Mayor Bieri said she has been advocating for
a road assessment program for years. It will cost upfront but ultimately result in savings.
Administrator Gabbert said residents pay back over ten years at 2% interest. The Council agreed.

Discussion: Lakefront Properties — Mayor Bieri directed Council to communication from a lakefront
property owner asking for a set aside fund from taxes for their needs. They suggested 3%.
Councilman Signorino said he does not support this. Councilwoman Lichtenberg said if you do it for
one, you must do it for all and the town recently had a revaluation. Mayor Bieri agreed. All lakefront
property owners pay more. Mr. Semrau said that post revaluation analysis was done to affirm the
valuation and the values were upheld in that process. The sales confirm the values. He said that
over the years the Township has engaged in a basin program in all lake communities that is unique
to West Milford and considerate of lake communities. They have also done likewise with non public
roads in lake communities in West Milford. The record shows that West Milford has been very
considerate of lake communities throughout the years. Consensus not to entertain this request.

Discussion: Request from West Milford Shopping Plaza Owner (A&P) — Administrator Gabbert
advised that the property owner has requested temporary tax relief. Councilwoman Erik said that
the temporary relief would only be from the Township taxes. Councilwoman Lichtenberg recognized
that times are tough, but we cannot do for one what we cannot do for all. Mayor Bieri agreed. She
said there are many struggling businesses in town. Councilman Signorino said we should be
continuously looking at tax abatement programs. If there is something we can do we should think
about doing that. Councilman Hensley asked if the property owner has a presentation with a valid
reasoning and argument he would entertain that. Mr. Semrau cautioned against that. He said there
is a process whereby a property owner can meet with the assessor and review the information and it
is reduced as part of the assessment process. They can also file an appeal. This is a hardship for
the Township too and it is the assessor’s call. Oftentimes economic development committees get
involved to assist in any way possible. The abatement process can be revisited next year during the
affordable housing discussion. There are not many options available. He said the affordable
housing litigation is supposed to be resolved in the first quarter of 2016 which can then lead to a
discussion of the abatement program. Mr. Semrau said the options are an abatement program or
PILOT program. He noted that direction has been given but we await the court decision. Mayor
Bieri said they need an anchor store at that facility. She said she forwarded the owners a list of
potential tenants.

Discussion: Selection of Councilmember for Wallisch Estates Meeting — The Council gave
6. | consensus for the clerk to proceed to set up a meeting and they appointed Councilman Hensley to
attend the meeting to discuss with all interested parties future options for the Wallisch property.

Public Comments

Mayor Bieri opened the meeting to the public after advising that there is a five-minute limit for each
speaker.

Jeff Weinman, 1860 Macopin Road, West Milford and Melissa Brown Blaueur, 67 Ramapo Road, Hewitt
said there have been illegal signs on utility poles during election season. Mr. Weinman said he has no
problem with people expressing opinions. However there must be respect for the political offices. These
signs were posted illegally in 2014. No warnings or violations were given. They appeared again in 2015
on utility poles. Their purpose is to cheapen the political process. This year violations have been issued.
There is not enough enforcement to dissuade this behavior. He summarized the violations of state
statutes. Over 100 signs were placed on utility poles in violation of state statute. Signs are prohibited on
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utility poles to protect utility workers. Approximately 150 local election signs were placed on Route 23 in
violation of state statutes during the recent election process and no summonses were issued for those
violations. He urges the town attorney to educate the zoning officer. He said hazardous signs were
installed during this past election. They replicated traffic signs and were too large and improperly installed.
The zoning officer has done a good job trying to deal with this. The town must do something to deal with
this to the fullest extent of the law.

John Sherwood, 50 Rabbit Run Drive, Newfoundland said he is a founding member of HEAT. He recalled
that he presented a check to the Mayor as a donation to the animal shelter around this time last year. That
donation was in memory of his dog who had, at the time, passed away. He had arranged a fundraising
hike to raise memorial funds and it has become an annual event. He presented a check to Mayor Bieri for
the animal shelter in the amount of $1,000. He gave details as to how one can donate to the fund.

Mayor Bieri thanked Mr. Sherwood and sympathized with his loss. She has been volunteering at the
animal shelter now for 23 years. This money will go far. All funds are used directly toward the animals and
the facilities. The adoption rate is very successful and they have been recognized throughout the nation.

Will Cytowicz, 694 Lakeshore Drive, Hewitt said he wants the Township to unite for a cause. Taxes are
our biggest problem. We must fight for our land. West Milford is a treasure. We must fight against Newark
watershed and the Highlands Act. We must fight against taxation without representation. Blame is cast
upon local government but local government does well to provide services. County taxation is excessive.
There is no representation for this Township in county government. This Council could do a better job if
we could keep the County taxes. He has three serious proposals for this ambitious endeavor which
requires a change to the state constitution. Municipalities get a vote on county budgets. A citizen
commission could be created to vote on county budgets. Political discourse is for debate. He intends to
create this dialogue in multiple municipalities. West Milford can lead the way. He asked if the Council
agrees that the Township should have checks against the county. He asked for input and thoughts.

Tim Wagner, 835 Westbrook Road, West Milford congratulated Mayor Bieri and Councilman Hensley on
their successful bids for reelection. He said he is looking forward to working on Council next year and he
conveyed best wishes to all candidates. He thanked everyone who participated in last weekend’s hike to
make a donation to the animal shelter especially the HEAT members. The Highlands savings card
continues to have good results. He gave detail about the Christmas light contest being hosted by HEAT
and encouraged everyone to participate. HEAT will be lighting up Veteran’s park this year. In the past few
years progress has been made to make this town more festive at the holidays. He gave details. The
Knights of Columbus needs to fill out a permit to have a nativity scene. He is not looking to repeat
problems from the past. He asked that the administrator approve a nativity scene for at least a week.

Doris Aaronson, 19 Bearfort Road, West Milford said the CASA presentation was great. She has been
attending many presentations on drug prevention in recent months. She would like the Council to discuss
specifics about decreasing drug problems in West Milford. She suggests arresting users and publicizing
the violations in the media. She does not want to see the heroin problem increase.

Melissa Brown Blaueur, 67 Ramapo Road, Hewitt said drug problem will not be solved by arresting one
person to set that person up as an example.

There being no more comments from the public, Councilwoman Erik moved to close the public portion of
the meeting.

Council Comments

Councilman Signorino said Council has displayed an effort to try to address substance abuse in town.
Locking somebody up is not the answer and our police department does their job well. He is glad to hear
the hike went well and he apologized for being unable to participate due to a scheduling conflict.

Councilman Hensley thanked the person who seeks to alleviate the tax burden. We need people who
share that spirit.
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Councilwoman Erik said that the focus should be on drug dealers rather than on drug users. The dealers
are the problem and the users are suffering from addiction.

Attorney Semrau urged caution with a multi-day permit for the nativity. He noted that there are court
rulings on this matter and there have been multiple discussions in this regard. Administrator Gabbert
asked for consensus to reach out to the Knights of Columbus to ascertain how much time they wish to
have the display on town property. Councilman Signorino said he does not always agree with the
Supreme Court. We are trying to make this easy for everyone. Why give any specific group a hard time.
Mr. Semrau suggested that perhaps the administration can simply work with the applicant.

Councilwoman Dale said the process must be fair across the board. She said if the policy is a day, then it
is a day, if it is a week, it is a week. The policy must be unified.

Councilman-Elect Tim Wagner asked to be heard. He said this is making something simple complicated.
It is simply a matter of communicating. Mr. Semrau noted that if the Governing Body affords one
organization an opportunity to deviate from policy, they may well be asked to do likewise for others. West
Milford has seen the repercussions of people can complicate this issue. The Council can allow every
expression at the holidays. The Supreme Court ruled that certain displays are allowed. Beyond that, if
one is allowed expression, all must be afforded the same right. He reviewed the history of this matter in
West Milford. Discussion ensued about one day permits versus multiple day permits. Administrator said
he did bring this to Council in October. If he did receive 7 separate applications, he would seek
consensus before granting approval. Councilwoman Dale agrees. Councilman Signorino said Council
members have said they would agree with multiple applications. Councilwoman Dale said it is unfair to
put the administrator in this position. To bring this up at this late hour is unfair.

Mayor Bieri polled the Council to determine if there was an interest in changing the policy from one-day to
multiple-days.

Policy change denied.

Mayor Bieri said we publish a police blotter every week with violations including drug violations. She
does not want her comments misinterpreted; she is not defending Passaic County. But factually, when
she first became mayor she looked into West Milford being a stand-alone county. What she found out
besides secession is largely impossible and there are many services that cannot be exactly quantified
with dollars. There is the county college, county jail, schools and other services. It is not as simple as it
may seem. 60% of taxes go to the BOE and local residents can focus on that. Itis hard to quantify what
services West Milford residents actually avail of. We must know that information before making any
justifiable arguments. Mr. Semrau said that concerned residents attending county meetings and reporting
back on possible opportunities could be a positive endeavor.
