             the bid process on certain projects, in order to possibly 
             facilitate those projects "in house" 
     *   Target an increase in total appropriation to a total of 1.5% 
             (excluding solid waste). 
     *   Investigate if software provider, Edmunds and Associates can 
             interface Excel with a special report to provide departmental 
             profit and loss statements. 
     *   Request periodical "permit" reports from the Building Department 
             which will categorize the type of permits issued.
