Apple Acres:  No update.

Vreeland Store: No update.

Tichenor House: No response from Passaic County on the letter that was sent from the HPC.

Wallisch Estates:  Steve informed the Commission that he had attended an Economic Development Committee meeting on Bob Nicholson’s request to discuss the Wallisch property.  He explained that the EDC sees it as a potential point of interest for economic development being that there are hiking trails, Jungle Habitat is nearby and a lot of hiking trails up on the mountain. Bob Nicholson asked what the HPC is doing with it.  Steve explained that as the HPC we are not doing anything except for the recommendations that were provided to the Planning Board and Council for the roof replacement. 

It was explained to Steve that the Council is waiting for the results of the environmental testing that is taking place on the site.  It has not been finalized with the BOE with the Township being sole owner of the property.

The secretary is to inquire of a Council liaison/Planning Board liaison for the HPC.

Secretary to send the information to Arpad Midesy, which he had requested on the Wallisch family.

Secretary explained that there has been vandalism with breakage of windows.  Paul Rielly of Parks and Recreation to compile a material list for boarding up the windows.  Secretary to check to see if one light can remain in the building to deter vandalism.  

Bob Kochka explained that the Heritage Committee is compiling an inventory list of the artifacts that have been removed from the Wallisch property and stored at the museum.

Ordinance:  It will be discussed at the next meeting.

Design and Guidelines:  Jo Beck reviewed the D&G and recommended that the set-up of the document be formulated into an easier format.  Steve is going to review it further for his input of the content and architectural features.
